Learning love styles with Real Relationships

In Real Relationships, a program of Childrenôs Aid Society, participants learn what their ñLove Styleò is and what their partnerôs style is as 

well. The ñLoving with Style Too,ò developed by the PREP institute, helps people understand the six different love styles, and brings 

awareness to the fact that everyone experiences love in different ways. The tool also encourages participants to learn what their partnerôs 

ñLove Styleò is, and express love to them in that style. Doing this simple activity can lead couples to a better understanding of each other, 

and feeling loved and understood by someone you care about is a very powerful thing!  

The Real Relationships program has a class or workshop for everyone, regardless of age or relationship status: we provide weekly classes 

for young adults, individuals and couples, one-day workshops for engaged or committed couples, and weekend workshops for married 

couples.  

In addition to learning about ñLove Styles,ò participants who take a Real Relationships class, retreat, or workshop, learn about positive 

communication, ways to build on an improve communication skills, stress management techniques, skills for handling conflict and issues in 

relationships, and how to make their relationships strong and long lasting.
